Victoria Park has large areas of short grass with good tarmac paths running between. The site is open to the weather, which affects ground conditions. Some performance and activity areas are sheltered, (in tents), and some are open.

The festival takes place in a large area of the park to the east of Grove Road.

Parking

There is a controlled parking zone around Victoria Park, but Blue-badge parking, and a drop-off/pick-up point for disabled people are available, please follow directions from Grove Road. The route from the parking areas to the festival is over tarmac paths.

Accessible Toilets

There will be accessible toilets on site, (these are ‘festival style’ portable toilets). They will be clearly signposted, and their location shown on ‘you are here’ maps around the site.

Paradise Stage viewing platform
There is a raised accessible viewing platform with ramp access, situated by the front of house position for the Paradise Stage. One of the accessible toilets will be situated close this platform.

First Aid and Welfare
There will be signposted information/welfare and First Aid points on the festival site

Quieter areas

The festival site can be very busy, particularly if the weather is good, but there are adjacent areas of Victoria Park which are quieter if you need a break from the crowds.
